Afternoon fishing session followed by a spectacular sundowner. 
3 course dinner at 7pm  
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Day 4 or 6 
Early breakfast before being collected and transferred back to Livingstone. The drive 
takes approx. 2 ½  hrs (including border post). Option of visiting the Victoria Falls on 
the way (Own cost).

The Zambezi Valley is a malaria risk area. We recommend that guests take 
precautions against being bitten by mosquitos as well as consulting their GP with 
regards to anti-malaria prophylactics.
